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Hardy mums (chrysanthemums) are one of the most colorful additions to your fall landscape.  They have vibrant colors that last until the dreaded “Black Frost”.  Here at Godlewsky Farms and Greenhouses we grow thousands of mums in a variety of colors including red, white, yellow, bronze, and purple.  Our growing schedule guarantees �the mums start budding at the first week of September to ensure you have those gorgeous flowers coming until that “black frost”.  We also grow ornamental cabbage and kale, pansies, and perennials. 





Mums are a versatile flower that can grow in either full sun or part shade (i.e., ideal conditions is 2/3rds of the day with sun).  If your looking to just add temporary color and want to leave them in the pots here are a few tips to help ensure they stay vibrant.  First, don’t put them directly on the concrete or on asphalt in full sun for long periods of time as it will burn their roots.  Second, pots tend to dry out more frequently so check them twice a day to ensure they stay moist.  When a plant wilts you decrease the life of the plant by 3 to 5 days.





If you plant your mums directly in the ground, then they will require less maintenance.   Plant to the same depth they were growing in their containers and no deeper. The plants should be thoroughly watered after planting.  It is also recommended that you mulch the plants to help retain water, prevent weeds, and for winter survival.
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The Aster is a member of the Composite family of plants, known for their well-defined physical structures and strong integrative features.  Its flower has amazing geometric properties with hundreds of tiny ray and disk florets woven together.  They have very bold vibrant colors and are an excellent addition to your fall landscape.   Follow the Mums planting and watering recommendations.


Asters have a smaller, daintier flower that is an excellent companion to the large mum blossoms.  You can also use them as cut flowers.  Harvest stems when at least 20% of the flowers have opened and pollen is visible.
